® Programme Overview

This Programme aims to provide students with a degree qualification in CM Pharm to support manpower training of the CM Pharm
industry. The key mission is to provide an integrated CM Pharm programme to students that they are equipped with necessary
skills to handle complex and modernisation requirements in CM Pharm industry. This Programme will provide solid understanding
of both traditional theories and scientific knowledge, along with practical skills and techniques to undertake professional CM Pharm
practice. The content of this programme will polish students’ critical thinking so that these students may effectively serve in
supervisory or managerial roles in their careers.

® Career Prospects

Graduates will be qualified for different technical and management post in CM pharmacy industry, including but not limited to CM
pharmacists in clinics, professional QA or QC in pharmaceutical manufactures, technicians of testing or authentication, and
proprietary Chinese medicine (pCm) registration officers. Upon accumulating sufficient experience and professional qualifications,
graduates may be promoted to management positions, such as senior CM pharmacists, pharmaceutical production or quality
control department managers, testing or authentication officers, technical advisers or technical managers, scientific officers
(Chinese medicine) and etc.

With the continuing trend of demanding of Chinese medicine in Hong Kong, the HKSAR Government are fervently fostering the
development of CM, including the establishment of CM hospitals and CM testing centers, promoting GMP for manufacture of pCm
and standardisation of Chinese Materia Medica. These policies lead to a surge of demand for competant professionals in the
industry. This Programme is supported by the CM industries through stable internships and career options for students. Graduates
are expected to have a bright career in the CM industries.

® Professional Recognition

e Graduates of the Programme may be nominated as responsible persons or deputies for the supervision of the manufacturing
process of proprietary Chinese medicines (section 132(1)(b) of Cap. 549) or as responsible persons or deputies for the
supervision of the dispensing of Chinese herbal medicines (section 114(2)(b) of Cap. 549) after accumulating six months of
relevant practical experience.

e Graduates of the Programme are eligible to apply for membership of the Hong Kong Chinese Medicine Pharmacists Association.
