All THEI’s bachelor’s degree programmes are offered through a credit-based module accumulation system. For graduation, Year 1
Entry students are required to complete at least 120 to 132 credits, including Programme Core Modules, Work-integrated Learning
Module(s), General Education (GE) Core Modules and GE Elective Modules.

Graduates with a local Higher Diploma or equivalent sub-degree qualifications / studies in the relevant streams may be admitted
into Year 2 or Year 3 of the degree programme. The normal study period lasts 3 years for Year 2 Entry (students are required to
complete at least 90 to 99 credits) and 2 years for Year 3 Entry (students are required to complete at least 60 to 66 credits),
depending on students’ discretion on the specified nhumber of credits taken per semester. Subject to the students’ academic
qualifications attained, the additional core modules may be assigned (with additional charge).
